Music Sales

People are buying less and less physical music
like CDs and vinyl. Streaming is the most
popular but pays the least. In order to make a
modest living of $40k/year, a musician needs 8 -
13 million streams. Spotify pays $.003/stream
and 80% of artists have less than 1000
streams/year.

Many artists play solo or duo
because of budget restraints. Yes, touring can
help us, but still many established bands are
cancelling tours because of rising costs like fuel
and accomodations.
